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Ladies and Gentlemen,

some books are born out of the need of the hour, other ones get
revisited again and again by consecutive generations. There is
space in our catalogue for both, but it is thanks to the latter
that culture retains memory and the public debate goes deeper.
Znak, one of the biggest and oldest publishing houses in Poland,
for decades has been building a list which treats literature as
a serious conversation about the world: no simplifications, no
rush, the need to leave a lasting mark.

We begin 2026 with something special, as is appropriate for
the Year of Jozef Czapski. Readers get the first full edition of
Inhuman Land with added chapters written especially for the
1969 German edition. A new introduction came from an out-
standing young historian, Michat Przeperski.

We also reissue other Czapski's works and Andrzej
Franaszek is working on his biography. For us Czapski is not
an archival figure. He is a writer of particular importance in
our times: he talks about memory, responsibility, Europe and
European history which still influences the future.

Szymborska 1996-2026. The Nobel Prize winner who
speaks to the world

Thirty years ago Wistawa Szymborska received the Nobel Prize
in Literature. In 2026 her work still echoes in the world. An
exhibition in the US in the Library of Congress is being put
up, and in March a new, expanded edition of Nothing Ordinary.
About Wistawa Szymborska, written by Michat Rusinek, lands
in bookstores.

Work is also ongoing on the English edition of Sz-
ymborska’s biography, The Distinguishing Features, by Joanna
Gromek-Illg. It will be published in 2027 by Princeton Univer-
sity Press in Aleksandra and Michael Parkers’ translation, the
same translators who also translated Czestaw Milosz’s biogra-
phy (Harvard University Press). It's an important sign for us all:
Polish literature has a permanent spot in the global circulation.

2026 is also the year of the World Congress of Translators of
Polish Literature in Krakow (2-4 July). Over 200 translators
from all over the world will meet, talk about translation, re-
sponsibility and literature crossing boundaries.

For us translators are partners and not just me-
diators between languages. Which is why we regularly meet
with them - during the Book Institute residencies and also at
monthly online meetings with authors. A good book in trans-
lation starts from a good relationship established between a
publisher and a translator.

Books entering the world

According to “Financial Times” Wiestaw Mysliwski's The Nee-
dle’s Eye (tr. Bill Johnston, Archipelago Press) is one of the best
translated books published in the USA in 2025. The French
edition of the book will be published by Actes Sud in Margot
Carlier’s translation.

The Czech edition of Zbigniew Rokita’s Odrzania is
among the best non-fiction books according to “Denika N”.
Pawetl Pienigzek’s reportage A War in My Home won the Viseg-
rad Literary Award 2025, a new prize which strengthens the
literary collaboration in Central Europe.

We have already sold Malgorzata Lebda Voracious to
14 countries and in 2026 the writer will appear in many Euro-
pean literature festivals.

These are not just singular honours but a sign of
permanent presence of our authors on the literary map of the
world.
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e look further ahead

We are getting ready for 2027 when Poland will be the Guest of
Honour at the Bologna Children’s Book Fair. We are also pre-
paring for the Polish-French season. We are already thinking
of these events, while we work on books which will naturally
find their way into the space of the international literary de-
bate.

We believe that literature is not just a decoration in
a public debate, but that it is its foundation. That is why we
publish books that not just describe the world but help to un-
derstand it.

Jozef Czapski (1896-1993) was a writer and painter,
member of the Paris Committee (Kapist) movement.
In 1917 he joined the First Krechowice Uhlan Regiment.
He took part in the Polish-Soviet War of 1920. He was
awarded the Virtuti Militari. He spent many years in
France. During the Second World War he was impris-
oned in Starobielsk (Memories of Starobielsk were pub-
lished in 1944). In the years 1941-1942 he went looking
for his missing colleagues (he described it in Inhuman
Land, published in 1949). After the war he was one of
the editors of “Kultura” After 1945 he exhibited his

works mainly in Paris, London and Switzerland. His lit-
erary essays were appearing in “Kultura” in Paris over
the period of nearly 40 years. In them the author shares
his moments of being moved, bedazzled, he shares his
thoughts. Znak published his volume Reading (1990), as
well as his essays on art Looking (1983).

In 1997 Znak published his Tumult and Spectres
(first published in 1981 by the “Kultura” Library), an
authorial selection from his journals, notes and essays,
published for the first time in Poland. The essays and
recollections focus, among others, on such figures and
their work as Norwid, Brzozowski, Lechon, Haupt, Blok,
Rozanov, Solzhenitsyn, Simone Weil, Maritain, Mal-
raux, as well as various Polish and Western European
painters. These texts provide a reader with a chance to
meet quite an exceptional character, a witness to the
20th century, somebody who inseparably links his dra-
matic life events with his painterly and literary output,
highly original and at the same time deeply rooted in
the broad European culture. His works are published
and read across the world.
